When our owner Paul first tried this wine, he said it was of the
best red wines he’d ever drunk. He then quickly placed it under the table so that no one
else could steal it!! 

 
A Southern French red of real character. Savoury and spicy but bursting with juicy red
fruit, you can just imagine enjoying this alongside a lovely board of Charcuterie.

Well we thought the
same until we tried this silky smooth beauty from the King of the Rhône. Paul Jaboulet
Aîné, we stand corrected.

We recognise that there are still plenty of consumers who love oaked Chardonnay, so this
one is for you. This rich tropical palate is complimented by the oak which delivers delicious
notes of vanilla and toffee.

Pinotage can be very divisive, but we believe we have found one that will please the
masses. Made by esteemed winemaker Bruce Jack, this offering is packed with black
forest fruit and chocolate. Does that remind you of anything??

Lipsmackingly juicy with a touch
of spice. This is all you can ask for from a wine at this price. 

 
It’s become the Steak wine of the World and with this example its easy to see why. From
some of the highest vineyards in the world, this is textbook Malbec - blackberry, violets and
liquorice, corseted in an opulent smooth style. 

 
Cru Bourgeois are Médoc châteaux that produce wines of typicity and quality but without
the price point of their 1855 Classification aristocratic cousins. We absolutely love this wine
and with nearly 10 years of age it’s a serious drop. 

This is a blend of Bordeaux grape varieties, but it comes from the famous Gimblett Gravels
soil of Hawkes Bay in New Zealand. Craggy are a serious outfit and this wine overdelivers on
so many levels. Powerful, yet smooth, this wine needs to be enjoyed slowly. 

 
Put simply this is like drinking velvet! Its so hard to find value in red Burgundy these days
but we believe we’ve found a real gem here. If you like super elegant reds where red fruit
comes to the fore, look no further. 

 
If big fruity reds are the order of the day then this sun drenched Primitivo could be
your perfect dance partner. Its wonderfully rich and you can really taste the influence
of the Puglian sunshine in the glass. Loves to be matched with a hearty stew. 

Pinot Noir always produces incredibly silky wines due to its thin skins. Lesson over! This
is just perfect for those of you who don’t like heavy reds but want a wine that’s still
packed with endless flavour. 

 
Considered by many the Burgundy of Italy but also an iconic wine its own right. It’s the
perfume that you get from the Nebbiolo grape that’s just so intoxicating. If we started to list
the flavour profile of this wine we’d run out of room so in summary, it’s a muscular, yet
elegant wine from one of the greatest wine regions on earth. 

Beaujolais has become hugely popular in the UK partly due to its accessible style. They are
just so vibrant and this example from the Cru of Fleurie doesn’t disappoint. It’s the purity of
fruit that just shines through. 

Touriga is without question Portugal’s greatest grape variety. It has effortless power, partly due
to it being the major grape behind the great ports of Portugal. If you like big reds, this is a steal.

Provenance of
this kind is unprecedented in the UK, with all top Bordeaux going through brokers and sold en-primeur.
Many of the top Bordeaux’s get shipped around the World before they appear on a restaurant list. These

wines never leave the cellar. These vintages are mature and ready to drink.
